Thursday evening begins the sacred
tridium, the days that are the
Catholic High Holy Days, where
we celebrate Jesus’ sacrifice that
leads to life. There is only one
Mass on Holy Thursday, when all
the community is meant to come
together to celebrate the Liturgy of
the Lord’s Supper. Our English
and Polish speaking communities
come together to celebrate. Holy

Thursday celebrates our roots as people,
the way of living we are to follow and
the nourishment that sustains us on our
Christian Journey. Our Scripture
readings at Mass remember the Passover
celebration that recalls our Jewish roots
in the Exodus, the Last Supper meal in
which Jesus gave us the Eucharist, and
the example for all Christian living that
Jesus gives us by washing the feet of His
apostles. We are reminded of our roots,
nourished by the Eucharist, and renew
our commitment to Jesus’ way of

service.

We are led to Good Friday, a sober and
restrained celebration of Jesus’ death on
the Cross that leads us to life. Good
Friday is the one day of the year on
which Mass is not celebrated. We
celebrate the Liturgy of the Lord’s
Passion (in English at 3pm and in Polish
at 5pm) which includes Scripture
readings, veneration of the Cross, and
the reception of communion (from hosts
consecrated on Holy Thursday). On
Good Friday evening at 7:30pm we will
pray the Living Stations — a very moving
presentation of the Stations of the Cross
led by our teen group.

On Holy Saturday the only liturgy
allowed is the solemn Easter Vigil at
7:30pm. This is the most solemn liturgy

receive it at a special Mass during
which we will celebrate the Sacrament
of the Anointing of the Sick as a parish
community.

Who may receive the sacrament?
Any Catholic whose health is seriously

impaired by sickness or old age should
receive this sacrament. The sacrament can
be repeated if the sick person receives and
falls ill again. A person may be anointed
before surgery. In addition, an elderly
person may be anointed if he or she has
become noticeably weakened, even though
no specific serious illness is present. Those
who have a significant mental illness or
disability and who would be strengthened

by the sacrament may also be anointed.

There are two main ritual actions in the
celebration of the sacrament of the sick.
The first is the laying on of hands by the
priest. Done in silence, this gesture calls
down the power of the Holy Spirit to
strengthen the one who receives the
sacrament. The second is the anointing
with oil (the oil of the sick, blessed by the
bishop of each diocese in Holy Week each
year), given as a prayer asking the Lord’s

The Sacrament of the Anointing of the Sick
is being received much more frequently by
Catholics since the reform of the liturgy at
the second Vatican Council. For a time in
the history of the church, it became the
practice to anoint people only once in their
lives. It was understood that the sacrament
forgave any sins that the person had
committed, so the practice came to be

Thus, the
sacrament came to be known as the “Last
Rites” or “Extreme Unction”. With the

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BLESSING OF THE BASKETS

On Holy Saturday, April 3, 2010, St. Stephen’s will again have their traditional blessing of the Easter Baskets. There
will be two services at 11:00 and 12:00 noon. Both services will be bilingual.
Every nationality and family has their own Easter traditions, whether they are traditional or non-traditional. For those who observe
the custom of Easter basket blessing, whether you do your basket the traditional way, or your own version, i.c., biscuits, wine, fruits,
vegetables, Peeps, chocolate or other candy, the choice is yours to make. Since we have a large Polish representation in the parish we
thought we would use their version. The following is their traditional foods and meanings.

Polish Easter (Swieconka) Basket

Basket Contents and Symbolism

Maslo/Butter: This dairy product is often shaped into a lamb (Baranek Wiclkanocny), reminding us of the goodness of Christ that

we should have toward all things.

Chleb/Easter Bread: A round rye loaf topped with a cross, symbolic of Jesus, the Bread of Life.

Chrzan/Horseradish: Symbolic of the Passion of Christ still in our minds, but sweetened with some sugar because of the

Resurrection. (May be white or pink (with grated red beets).
Jaijka/Eggs and Pisanki: Indicates new life and Christ’s Resurrection from the Tomb.

Kielbasa/Sausage: A spicy sausage of pork products, indicative of God’s favor and generosity.

Szynka/Ham: Symbolic of great joy and abundance. In addition to the large ham cooked for the Easter Meal, often a special small

ham, call the Szynka Wielkanoczyn is purchased specially for the Swieconka basket.

Slonina/Smoked Bacon: A symbol of the over abundance of God’s mercy and generosity.

Sol/Salt: So necessary an element in our physical life, that Jesus used it symbolisn. “You are the salt of the earth.”
Ser/Cheese: Shaped into a ball, it is the symbol of the moderation Christians should have.

Holy Water: Holy water is used to bless the home, animals, fields and used in religious rituals throughout the year.
A candle, often marked like the Paschal Candle lit during the Easter Vigil, is inserted into the basket to represent Christ, Light of the

World.

A colorful ribbon and sometimes sprigs of greenery are attached.

The linen cover is drawn over the top and is ready for the trek to the blessing.
