Easter season's emphasis on
experience of death speaks to me in relation
to our church this year. In the past few
weeks the sexual abuse crisis in our church
has focused on Pope Benedict. A March 26"
article by John L. Allen, Jr. of the National
Catholic Reporter, a progressive Catholic
newspaper that has consistently called for
openness and transparency in how our
church deals with this crisis, gives what I see
as a good perspective on this. His article was
sent to us by the Archdiocese to give
perspective on this issue. Mr. Allen's article

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the "All Things Catholic" column by John L.
Allen, Jr.

Let me share a few of my own thoughts. It is
important for our church to be open and
transparent in dealing with this issue. Abuse
of children is a horrible crime. The universal
church is often behind the church in the U.S.
in dealing with this issue. In our
Archdiocese, from the early 1990's Cardinal
Bernardin set procedures in place in which a
lay led review Board reviews any complaints
of sexual abuse by a priest or other church
employee and the church acts on the basis of
that review. In my opinion, it is important
that this process be led by lay people and not
clergy to promote objectivity and
creditability. All complaints about sexual
abuse are immediately reported to court
authorities. The Archdiocese also sponsors
programs to assist victims of abuse and
requires that anyone working with children
in church programs goes through training
(called Virtus) to recognize signs of abuse
and typical behaviors of abusers. All of our
staff and several hundred members of our
parish have participated in this training. My
impression of recent news is that the
universal church is going through the pains
of catching up to the church in our country
in addressing this terrible problem. Being
open about the extent of the problem - often
in relation to incidents from a number of
years ago - is a necessary step in dealing with
it. Please pray for all victims of child abuse,
whatever the source of the abuse. We pray
and must work for their healing and for
prevention of this abuse in the future. I share
the frustration of many people as the
dimensions of the abuse problem continue to
be revealed. Please feel free to speak to me
or any of our staff about this issue. Pray that
this real frustration and anger over this issue
can be channeled away from cynicism and
towards building a healthier church, more
faithful to the risen Lord who gives us life.

available to anyone who wishes to
receive it at a special Mass during
which we will celebrate the Sacrament
of the Anointing of the Sick as a parish
community.

Who may receive the sacrament?
Any Catholic whose health is seriously

impaired by sickness or old age should
receive this sacrament. The sacrament can
be repeated if the sick person receives and
falls ill again. A person may be anointed
before surgery. In addition, an elderly
person may be anointed if he or she has
become noticeably weakened, even though
no specific serious illness is present. Those
who have a significant mental illness or
disability and who would be strengthened

by the sacrament may also be anointed.

There are two main ritual actions in the
celebration of the sacrament of the sick.
The first is the laying on of hands by the
priest. Done in silence, this gesture calls
down the power of the Holy Spirit to
strengthen the one who receives the
sacrament. The second is the anointing
with oil (the oil of the sick, blessed by the
bishop of each diocese in Holy Week each
year), given as a prayer asking the Lord’s
In the

communal celebration of this sacrament at

the Mass.

The Sacrament of the Anointing of the Sick
is being received much more frequently by
Catholics since the reform of the liturgy at
the second Vatican Council. For a time in
the history of the church, it became the
practice to anoint people only once in their
lives. It was understood that the sacrament
forgave any sins that the person had
committed, so the practice came to be

a person was near death.  Thus, the
sacrament came to be known as the “Last
Rites” or “Extreme Unction”. With the

renewed sense of this sacrament as a
sacrament of healing, it is now available to
anyone with a significant illness. We invite

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Life Matters

My brothers and sisters,

In Luke 10:29, the lawyer asks Jesus, “Who is my neighbor?” Jesus responds with the parable of the Good Samaritan. Today, with
the advancement of medicine our neighbor would even include fetuses selected for termination through invitro-fertilization (IVF).

In IVF multiple embryos are implanted in the mother’s womb in the hope that at least one would survive and develop to full
maturity. Often, all or several of the embryos are implanted successfully resulting in too many babies for the mother to carry safely to
term. Therefore, some are selected for termination.

Abortion is the last thought on the minds of the parents who are eager to bring forth new life and create a family. Such was the
situation for a friend who was excited about becoming a grandmother again. When she shared the news that her daughter made the
appointment to have the IVF procedure I spoke up, gently yet definitively, on the Church’s teaching, and the probability of having to
abort some of the embryos. My friend’s daughter had been clearly told that this was acceptable and necessary. Six embryos were
successfully implanted, all with strongly beating hearts. Four were selected for termination. The largest were deemed the strongest

and chosen for life.
Two beautiful babies were born while four were discarded. While this subject may be and is extremely difficult to discuss, the life of

cach child matters and they all count as our neighbors.
